Annual Review:

On June 6", the Board of Christian Education held its annual
review of this year's SS program. Overall, we feel very good
about the year * we introduced and implemented a new curricu-
lum from the Upper Room publishers called The Way of the
Child, a faith formation style program, which was well received
by students, teachers, and parents alike. We enthusiastically
affirmed that we will use this same curriculum next year.

We acknowledged that in the midst of the construction project
on the SS building, there were a lot of adjustments that needed
to be made along the way to accommodate the progress, but
everyone (teachers, students, and parents alike) was very co-
operative and considerate. These extra efforts didn't go unno-
ticed and it is greatly appreciated. The members of the board
are very excited about the wonderful work being done and we
look forward to how beautiful and functional our building will
become as a result. Can't wait to see the finished product!

We decided to re-structure our SS classes for next year + the
nursery will be designed for infants through age 3 or 4
(depending on the child); there will be classes for Kindergarten
& 1% grade; 2" & 3" Grades; 4™ & 5" Grades; and 6", 7", & 8"
Grades. All youth in 9" Grade or older will be welcomed to
serve as Hosts & Apprentice Teachers in the lower grade class-
rooms or are invited to stay in church for the whole worship
service. Parents * please note that for your high school stu-
dent, any time they spend volunteering as a host or apprentice
teacher in our SS program can count toward their community
service hours required for school credit.

We will maintain our Monitor System as it was performed this
year - and we look forward to the addition of a Sound System
Speaker in the building's front lobby (part of the construction
plans) that will broadcast the worship service so that the Moni-
tor can still participate in it from their Monitor Post in the SS
building.

We selected our Special Events and Mission Projects for the
next SS year, as well as reviewed our policies and procedures
for Safety and Employment. Watch our next newsletter and
your email for upcoming announcements and preparations for
our 2010-11 SS year. Have a fun and relaxing summer!
